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As a member of NBDF's State Based Advocacy Coalition, our commitment to access to
care has never been stronger. We encourage all our advocates to sign up for Washington
Days this year. By now, many of you have heard about Accumulator Adjustment programs
and the devastating effects they can have on our community. In the next years, these
programs will only get worse! Be sure to join us for NBDF's Washington Days so we can
head off these barriers and ensure your access to quality care and treatment.
Washington Days will take place on March 4-6, 2026. For South Carolina to have the most
impact, we need members from each Congressional District to register so we can meet
with every Congressmember representing South Carolina. The more members we meet
with, the greater the impact we will have. If you are unsure what Congressional District
you live in, contact the Chapter. Last year, volunteer advocates met with legislators and
staff to discuss federal funding for bleeding disorder programs and the Accumulator
Adjustment Programs. The issues and priorities for 2026 Washington Days will be
announced soon.

BDASC is proud to host its 17th Annual Advocacy and State Legislative Days this March in
recognition of National Bleeding Disorders Awareness Month. In partnership with our
national allies, we will offer a series of advocacy training sessions leading up to the event
to help prepare and empower every participant.

This signature advocacy event plays a vital role in educating state legislators about the
real-life challenges faced by families living with bleeding disorders. As access to high-
cost medications continues to be threatened, your voice is needed now more than ever.
By joining us, you will help shine a light on how critical affordable and consistent
treatment is to the well-being and quality of life of those in our community.

Participants will have the opportunity to engage in meaningful conversations with
lawmakers and request support on key issues affecting access to care. Since its
inception, State Capitol Advocacy Days has facilitated more than 500 individual
meetings with members of the South Carolina House of Representatives and State
Senate—conversations that have been essential in building understanding and
strengthening programs that serve as a safety net for those in need.

Our 2026 Legislative Priorities include advancing two companion bills, H.3934 and S.330,
originally introduced in 2025, which address harmful copay accumulator policies
implemented in state regulated and marketplace plans.

Advocacy training is made possible through our valued partners—the National Bleeding
Disorders Foundation, Hemophilia Federation of America, PhRMA, and other local and
national advocacy stakeholders.
